What is Casa da Esquina 

Casa da Esquina it`s an arts center placed at an old house in the historical  center of Coimbra. Our 

intent is to develop work in various fields of expression such as photography, cinema, performance, 

digital arts and all sorts of crafts. This non-profit organization is supported with an annual grant by the 

Portuguese Ministery of Culture/DGARTES . 

 

It promotes an annual programing, with the aim of creating a cultural network of creation  with various 

international organizations and creators around the space of the house  to the world.  

 

The programming is based on the development of interdisciplinary arts projects, residencies creation to 

enable research on transdisciplinary areas (performance, photography, writing, experimental music, 

video, installation, etc.), as well as the reception of various activities, from other creators, developing 

networks with other artists  for a wide range of audiences. 



Our objectives are: 

a)  Develop a arts progammation from the House (Casa da Esquina) with different artistic 

practices; 

b)  Explore scenic objects able to reflect  on the everyday life of cities; 

c) Exploring new creation processes; 

d) Enhance relations between the private and public space, developing a new cultural 

cartography for cities; 

e) Develop through residencies, a platform of support for projects related to experimentation and 

transdisciplinary arts; 

f) Reflect and explore performative objects that themselves raise issues between art and 

location; 

g) Create a residency program in order to achieve new complicities with international creators; 

h) Develop a space for sharing and discussion with this creators of different artistic areas through 

exchanges of artistic projects; 

i) Develop art formation in close collaboration with the creators in order to attract new audiences, 

especially young people looking for artistic training, encouraging the creation of cultural habits; 

j) Welcome emerging creators stimulating national and international artistic movement; 

k) Establish partnerships with national and international partners in order to stimulate innovation, 

research and circulation of artistic practices.
